	Sun is completely blocked by the moon, you can see the sun's atmosphere (corona), becomes dark like night, lasts no more than about 7 1/2 minutes

	partial eclipse
	Some of the sun is blocked by the moon.

	annular eclipse
	The moon is too far away and cannot cover the sun completely
